Responsibility to the Elders 
 
When we discuss elders we often talk about the list of qualities in 1 Timothy and Titus and how a man may or may not meet those 

qualities.  The discussion often turns to the relationship between the church and the elders and how important it is for the elders to be      
engaged in the members’ lives.  Those discussions are necessary and profitable, but a lesser discussed topic is the obligations the church   
has to the elders. 

 

Hebrews 13:17 – “Obey your leaders, and submit to them; for they keep watch over your souls,  
as those who will give an account. Let them do this with joy and not with grief, for this would 

 be unprofitable for you.” 
 

The church is called to both obey and submit to her “leaders.”  These two terms imply a relin-
quishing of ones will in order to assume the will of another.  They are the same terms that are used 
in our submission and obedience to God.  These terms show the depth and seriousness that God 
expects from the church.  Our submission and obedience should not be cold and forced, but should 
come from a genuine heart.  Paul says we should appreciate those who have charge over us and  
that we should “esteem them highly in love” (1 Thes. 5:12-13). 

 

In giving our leadership their due respect, it will make their work a joy and not a grief.  The 
Hebrew writer says that when the elders can do their work with joy it is profitable for us.  You 
might think that it would be profitable for the elders, but instead, he says it’s profitable for the 
church.  When the eldership has the confidence and support of the congregation, their work will   
be a joy and the church will profit greatly from it. 

 
       I’ve witnessed first hand the deep concern our elders  
have for this church, their prayers for hurting members, 
their mission to bring wandering sheep back to the fold  
and their desire to see Mount Comfort grow in a spirit of 
unity.  Let’s remember to fulfill our God given obligation 
and give them our genuine support, for in fact, they will  
be giving “an account” for our souls.
