MISSIONARIES 

Blessed are those who do not walk in the counsel of the wicked, or stand in the way of sinners, or sit in the seat of scoffers; but their delight is in 
the law of the LORD and on his law they meditate day and night.  They are like a tree planted by streams of water, which yields its fruit in sea-
son and whose leaf does not wither—whatever they do prospers. 
– Psalm 1:1-3 
 
  A trilogy of lines occurs in the first verse of Psalm 1, which describe what the righteous do not do.  This verse recognizes the influence 
that ungodliness, sin, and doubt can have on a person.  There is a way to avoid that influence.  It may be our 
knee-jerk reaction to read this verse as telling us to avoid interaction with such people (wicked, sinners, 
scoffers).  But, then, what would be the implications of the fact that Jesus Christ himself dined with 
those his opponents considered ungodly sinners? 
 There must be another way to avoid the influence of ungodly people than to shun such people 
altogether.  This other way is then described in the following verses of the psalm.  Rather than following 
the counsel of the wicked, the righteous will follow the counsel of God.  Their delight is in the law of 
the Lord, and on his law they meditate day and night. 
 The Hebrew word translated as law is “torah,” which we recognize as a title given to the first 
five books of the Bible, but here, the emphasis is probably on the more literal meaning of “teaching” or 
“instruction.” 
 The use of the word delight indicates that this “torah” is thought of, not as the burden that some 
Christians have associated with law, but as a gift from God to be savored and enjoyed, as a life-giving 
agent.  Those who are blessed by God’s counsel meditate on it continually; they live in the world of 
Scripture, eating and breathing God’s wisdom. 
 The description of the righteous concludes in this verse with a simile: They (whose delight is in 
God’s instruction) are like a tree planted by streams of water…  The stream of water is apparently 
God’s instruction itself.  Those who live in Scripture dwell constantly near an inexhaustible resource, 
one that cleanses and nourishes them.  The tree finds its strength in God, and is unmoved by the sinful 
influences of the world.  (Does this remind us of Jesus: dining with sinners, yet calling them to holi-
ness?) 
 The results of drinking the torah of the Lord include fruit borne at the proper time, leaves that 
never wither, and prosperity in all things.  Again, it is clear that God’s instruction is not burdensome, 
but freeing and beneficial to those who live by it.  This is a perfect picture of the abundant life in God.

� One morning while riding on a bus, Bible scholar E. Schuyler English sat down 
next to a woman who was reading her New Testament.  Recalling Philip’s question to 
the Ethiopian eunuch in Acts 8, English asked, “Do you understand what you are read-
ing?”  Without hesitating, she replied like the eunuch, “How can I, unless someone 
teaches me?”  Her obvious familiarity with the Bible caused English to remark that she 
didn’t need any help from him.  But the woman said, “I do need help in understanding 
John 12:32 where Jesus says, ‘And I, when I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all 
men to myself.’  I know hundreds of people who won’t have anything to do with Jesus.  
And I don’t understand how He will draw all people to Himself.”  English explained that 
the word draw has to do with compulsion.  “There is coming a day, when every knee 
will bow to Him.  Those who have refused His gracious invitation to come for salvation 
will be forced to acknowledge that He is Lord.  Even though they are doomed to eternal 
separation from God, they will be compelled to bow before Christ.”  On hearing this, the 
woman said with assurance, “No one will have to force me to bow to Jesus.  I was 
drawn by His love long ago.” 
 
 Passages like the one in John 12 have led some to believe that salvation will 
come to all, some willingly and others by force.  In the current religious focus on the 
truth that God’s plan for justification was indeed a universal plan to bring justification to 
ALL of God’s creation, the truth of salvation is sometimes getting lost.  God’s matchless 
grace is indeed available to all men, yet it will only be realized by those who choose to 
die to self and be made alive by the blood of Jesus Christ.  Yes, one day everyone will 
bow knee to the King of kings.  But only those who have responded in faith and  
obedience will know the joy of eternity in the presence of God.
