MISSIONARIES 

 ROMAN  CATHOLIC  AND ANGLICAN  CHURCH  UNION  
These two religion groups (Catholic groups and Church of England and Episcopal groups) are seeking to establish a religious union.  There 

are many differences, and one of those creating a problem to union is that the Roman Catholic Church does not allow priests to  marry and these 
other church groups do.  Also, the Roman Catholic Church opposes homosexualism in their priesthood (though there is some rejection of this view 
with a few), and the Anglican and Episcopal Churches are allowing this with a number of churches. 

These are just two of many differences. The problem is easily settled by the Bible.  The New Testament only accepts a one man one woman 
marriage arrangement (1 Cor 7, etc).  There is nothing in the New Testament about a celebrate priesthood - not 
one thing!  The New Testament also deeply condemns homosexual unions (Romans chapter one, and 
Galatians chapter 5, etc.). 

    M ONEY 
The USA today reported the results of a poll asking, “Would you break up with you boyfriend/ girl-

friend for $10,000?”  29% said they would.  Money can replace a lot of people and a lot of things.  With 
some money is of the utmost importance - therefore, when this is true, money is ‘god.’ 

However, this is the result of a survey of 2,000 unmarried young people between 16 to 21 years of 
age.  Thankfully, it is not a poll about married couples.  I wonder what that would be?  Divorce now is 
at 50%, you know! 

Marriage is a sacred institution established by God in the beginning (Gen 1 & 2).  Jesus said, “What 
God has joined together let not man put asunder” (Matt 19).  Our eternal destiny may be determined by 
the way we have handled our marriage.  Think about it! 

         SAVED or Lost? 
“… to an inheritance which is imperishable, undefiled, and unfading, kept in heaven for you.  Who 

by God’s power are guarded through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time” 1 Peter 
1:3-5 RSV). 

Heaven is a wonderful blessing that man cannot take from us who believe.  God prevents this. 
“Peter describes the readers as those who… are guarded, garrisoned, protected (using a Greek mili-

tary term) and this is by the power of God (cf. 1Cor. 10:13; Eph 1:19; Col 1:11).  This is through faith.  
God’s power keeping man is contingent upon man’s faith (cf. Matt 24:13; Rom. 1:16; Gal. 3:11-14; 
Eph. 2:8; 1 Peter 5:9).  That power does not keep the person whose faith fails (1 Tim. 1:19; 2 Tim. 2:18; 
Heb 3:12)”    (Raymond Kelsy, past president of Oklahoma Christian in his commentary on 1st Peter). 

Many years ago this loss of salvation was often called “falling from grace,” and that “man can so 
sin as to be eternally lost.”
