MISSIONARIES 

 Suffering is a universal part of the human experience, whether it is the everyday pain of       
disappointment and frustration or the more drastic pain of loss, mourning, and disaster.  Often   
suffering is a part of life that we think we could easily do without.  What is the purpose of         
suffering and pain?  Couldn’t God have just created a world without it? 
 One response might be to ignore the suffering in the world.  If we just turn our eyes from 
it,  we can stay positive and never have to deal with the pain.  An-
other response is to be overwhelmed by it, when doubt and de-
pression settle in. 
 Some eastern religions recognize suffering as the evil 
that it is.  Yet the response is to detach oneself from reality: 
cease desire completely and you will no longer suffer.  In this 

way, suffering is transcended essentially by becoming numb to the pain. 
 In this discussion, Christianity has a very distinct voice.  The view is that suf-
fering is real.  In some instances it is an outcome of human behavior, but often it is not 
(see John 9:1-3).  Regardless of the source of the pain, it is a real part of life that must 
be acknowledged.  But here is where Christianity diverges greatly from other world-
views.  The claim is that God himself, whether or not he is behind the suffering, be-
came a  man himself.  He suffered all things, living a life of poverty, facing opposi-
tion, and suffering temptation, betrayal, persecution, and even the most shameful 
death.  God   in Christ bore the extreme of all suffering in order to bear the conse-
quences on our  behalf. 
 Since we are in the world, we suffer as well.  In fact, we suffer at times be-
cause   of our faith in Christ.  But through the suffering is a promise of redemption, the 
hope of conquering all in the end.  Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal that 
is taking place among you to test you.  But rejoice insofar as you are sharing Christ’s 
sufferings, so that you may also be glad and shout for joy when his glory is revealed.

  I have to admit it…I came late to the Chronicles of Narnia.  They were 
showing it on TV this last month or so.  And when I sat down to watch it, it 
became clear that my wife and daughter knew all about it—and I was pretty 
clueless.  But C.S. Lewis wrote an amazing story that displayed a lot about 
faithfulness through his characters.  The Beavers were simple but displayed 
wisdom in their trust of Aslan.  Puddleglum was pessimistic about everything 
and yet completely faithful to Aslan.  Reepicheep the mouse was full of   
courage…sometimes aggravatingly so.  But he knew his own heart and he 
was always on Aslan’s side. 
 It truly is a great blessing to be able to know your own heart.  King 
David knew his.  He knew that he was a man after God’s own heart, and not 
in an egotist sense but clarity of who he was.  Yes, he was fully aware of his 
sin and he was fully aware of his full-hearted passion for his God.  The words 
of his prayer might sound strange in today’s church.  We hear much today 
about grace and the dangers of trusting in our own righteousness.  Do we miss 
the message of commitment? 
 David had to learn over the trial of years that faithfulness doesn’t mean 
immediate deliverance from testing.  The Lord wanted him to remain in both 
his Reepicheep-like confidence (in the Lord) and his passion (to follow God 
alone) through the trials of this life.  Faithfulness does produce an immediate 
result.  Not relief from trial, but an ever-growing awareness of God’s presence 
and strength, as we face those trials with Him.
